Still
waiting to hear from city signed contract. Maury will contact. Prorated June 1 paid for entire year. IBO will kick back money ($150) from
policy???

r Pear State Bowhunter’s?
Historical Trivia By Rhonda Tretsven

Yes, we could have been the Pear State Bowhunter’s instead of the Bear State Bowhunter’s.

Well it seems that if William L. Todd (nephew of Mary Todd Lincoln) had read the instructions

on how our State flag was supposed to look we would have been hoisting a Pear Flag instead

of a Bear Flag.

y In 1846 there was a small little revolt on the morning of June 14"™. Thirty-three American born

y settlers arrived at the home of General Mariano G. Vallejo under the leadership of Jebediah

” Bartlett, (as in Pear). They demanded him to surrender the Sonoma Plaza fortress. General

4 Vallejo was sympathetic to there cause, but the settlers arrested him anyway and packed him
off to Sutter’s Fort.

The rebels with a cause quickly decided they needed to construct a flag to solidify their victory.
They all agreed that the flag should contain the elements that symbolize California. But what? Captain Bartlett strongly
suggested that representation of the agricultural region should be displayed. “The group hurriedly assembled a rough
prototype for their banner by borrowing a rectangular piece of light brown muslin and a four-inch strip torn from a red
petticoat, sewing the red stripe (like our US flag) onto the muslin, drawing a star in the upper left-hand corner to symbol-
ize their independence, and writing the words CALIFORNIA REPUBLIC in black to the right of the star.”

The muslin “flag” was then sent to Todd with hand written instructions to draw a Pear in the large empty portion of
the banner. Todd, misinterpreted the note and painted a Bear instead (Yeah). The flag was then given back to the
group who then raised the flag “as is” with the intention of correcting it later.

Within that month Commodore John D. Sloat captured California’s then-capital Monterey. He announced the end of
the California Republic and proclaimed California an American territory.

Mexico then gave up California at the conclusion of the Mexican-American War in 1848, and California was admitted
to the Union in September 1850 as the 31% state.

California’s official “Bear Flag” was adopted in 1911 and used the original muslin design as a reference. If you don’t
believe me, check out www.snopes.com —Bearing the Flag. And for all you fourth graders, there still might be some
time left to sneak this in as extra credit for you California history assignment! Have a great summer.
